John Barker wrote of his mother, Isabella Louise Mackay Barker 
“My darling little mother was born in a brick residence of grandfathers [James Mackay] afterward converted into the academy of the Sacred Heart by the Catholics on Hickory and 5th streets of St. Louis (before the streets were laid off she was born on the 8th of Jany. 1820 and died of cholera at Flint Hill, St. Charles Co. Mo. on the 8th of June 1851 at six o'clock in the morning on Sunday without an enemy on earth aged 30 years and 5 months. The last words she spoke was to myself, my little bother Mackay, Zeno, LeGrand and little sister Gertrude. It was ‘Be Good Children."

LONG FAMILY GENEALOGY


JOHN LONG born in Port Royal, Caroline County, Virginia in 1752. He was a soldier in the Revolutionary War and engaged in the Battle of Brandywine under General LaFayette. (History by Scharf Vol. I p. 579 and Vol. II page 1880)


After the war he was made captain of the ship "Liverpool" for five years. In 1794 he and his family moved to Kentucky. In 1796 they moved to St. Louis,

Missouri and settled on a Spanish Grant of land issued by Don Zenon Trudeau.

(Copy of grant can be found in the Missouri Historical Society) near Bonhomme 

now Chesterfield.


In 1807 they moved to Gravois and lived on Survey No. 9. He was one of the first white settlers in the County.


John Long was widely known as a man of honesty and integrity and as one whose life was above reproach.


ELIZABETH BENNETT  was born in Wales in 1756. She was the daughter of James Oliver Bennett, Rt. Honorable M.P. of Cardigan, Wales and Elizabeth Tenton of Camarthen, Wales. 


In 1781 Elizabeth Bennett eloped on the ship "Dolphin" and was married in Philadelphia to its Captain, John Long. In 1782 they moved to Port Royal, Virginia were four of their children were born.
